These children are left home alone and never attend school, or are locked in hotel rooms while their parents work, and some even wander the streets with nowhere to go. Para Los Niños gives these kids an education and hope for the future.
Al Wooten, Jr. Heritage Center was started by Myrtle Faye Rumph, Al Wooten’s mother, after he was killed in a drive-by gang shooting. The goal of the charity is to give kids confidence, keep them busy, and change attitudes. “If somebody had taken more time with the person who killed my son, maybe my son would still be alive.”
