The Fray’s second self-titled album , was released in 2009, and debuted at number-one on the Billboard charts and they were nominated for a Grammy Award for Best Pop Vocal Album in 2010.

O.A.R. (short for Of a Revolution) is an American rock band who has succeeded with the help of massive online distribution over campus networks and is a hit among college students.
