$201,524 

~2-day radiothon beats last year’s total~ 

  

Albany, NY:    Country 107.7 WGNA FM hosted the 2nd Annual Country 107.7 
Cares for Kids St. Jude Radiothon Wednesday and Thursday and raised an 
amazing $201,524.  In just 26-hours (6am-7pm each day), WGNA beat last 
year’s total of $172,215.  All of the money was donated through pledges from 
Capital District residents and business owners.      

Beginning with The Sean & Richie morning show on August 15th at 6am, listeners 
were encouraged to call in or go on-line with their pledges.  WGNA also hosted 
an on-line auction of high profile items from the world of Country music—
including autographed pictures from Toby Keith, Phil Vassar, NASCAR driver 
Rusty Wallace and tickets and backstage passes to meet Brad Paisley and Kelly 
Pickler—all donated by the artists for the radiothon.  

All of the money raised went directly to St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital in 
Memphis, Tennessee.  The Country Cares for St. Jude Kids program began in 
1989, after Randy Owen, lead singer of the music group ALABAMA, met St. Jude 
founder Danny Thomas. Since its inception, Country Cares has grown to be one 
of the most successful radio fund-raising events in the nation with more than 200 
radio station partners raising more than $250 million in pledges.
