The MGK on-air staff will host the festivities and make numerous announcements from the stage throughout the event.  There will be activities and free giveaways throughout the afternoon and into the evening.  MGK “House Band”, Dead Poets, will take the stage (at 5:30pm) prior to the Marshall Tucker Band.  A comprehensive schedule of events and activities will appear on wmgk.com in the coming days.  There is free parking available close to Cooper River Park.

“We do this event every year because it’s the best way we can think of to thank the MGK listeners of the tri-state area for being the best Classic Rock fans in the world,” said Program Director Charley Lake.  

Foghat was formed in 1971 by Roger Earl and Lonesome Dave Peverett.  They’re best known for their trademark Top 40 hit song "Slow Ride".  Other Foghat hits include:  "Fool For The City" and "I Just Wanna Make Love To You".  They’ve toured relentlessly for years and have earned 7 Gold records, 1 Platinum record for "Fool For The City" (1975), and 1 Double-Platinum record for "Foghat Live" (1977). Although lead singer/founding member Lonesome Dave passed away due to cancer in 2000, the band continues to tour with Roger Earl (drums), Craig Macgregor (bass), Bryan Bassett (guitar), Charlie Huhn (Vocals, guitar).

Spartenburg, South Carolina’s Marshall Tucker Band has been delivering their southern rock meets country meets blues sound to the masses since 1973.  They were formed when singer Doug Gray teamed up with Tommy Caldwell and Toy Caldwell, Paul T. Riddle, George McCorkle and Jerry Eubanks.  They borrowed the name "Marshall Tucker" from a piano tuner whose name was found on a key ring in their old rehearsal space.  The band is best known for their songs "Can't You See," "Heard It In a Love Song," "Fire On The Mountain," and "Take The Highway." They’ve earned 7 gold and 3 platinum albums.   Their current lineup consists of:  B.B. Borden (drums), Pat Elwood (Bass guitar and vocals), Doug Gray (lead vocals, tambourine), Marcus James Henderson (Keyboards and flute), Stuart Swanlund (Guitar, Pedal Steel Guitar, Vocals) and Rick Willis (Guitar).
