IN FRONT OF TENS OF THOUSANDS ON JULY 4th

Classic Rock 102.9 WMGK will be honoring military members stationed at Fort Dix, and Maguire Airforce Base and Veterans from Camden County, NJ on stage at the 9th Annual “Let Freedom Rock Fest” at Cooper River Park in Pennsauken, NJ.  The event will feature a performance by headliners Foghat and Marshall Tucker Band.  Fireworks will follow.

After the event, the USO will place the banner at a facility in the tri-state area where troops arriving and departing from/for Iraq and Afghanistan can see it.
