By the late 1970s, Three Dog Night had disbanded, however the group got back together in 1981 to tour and record. Since 1986, they have toured regularly, performing over 2,000 shows – as well as performing at two Super Bowls.  
Recently, Three Dog Night has released their concert DVD “Live with the Tennessee Symphony” in 2002. On the occasion of their 35th Anniversary they released a new studio recording of their hits with the London Symphony Orchestra, recorded at London’s famous Abbey Road studios. Three Dog Night’s “Live Extended Versions” came out on Sony/BMG in 2007.  
The Paisley Project began in 2002 to jam, experiment, and play their favorite songs together. Now they entertain with a cosmic swirl of psychedelic sounds and dance beats that blow your mind on a musical trip through time, and a musical treat for fans of Sixties and Seventies pop, psychedelic rock, and Motown.
This Saturday night, The Paisley Project takes the stage at 7:00pm and Three Dog Night will follow at 8:00pm.
