Invited guests include Cardinals greats and other baseball dignitaries, along with many St. Louis and Missouri political VIPs who are expected to join in on the broadcast. 101 ESPN’s baseball analysts and commentators, including the St. Louis Post-Dispatch’s writers Derrick Goold and Joe Strauss and former Cardinals great Jack Clark, will also be on hand during the special tribute to St. Louis’ beloved “Stan the Man”.
According to a recent St. Louis Post-Dispatch article written by 101 ESPN’s Goold, Musial was the Cardinals' franchise leader in most offensive categories, and when he retired he held 29 National League records and 17 major-league records. Musial was also a military and civilian servant for the U.S. government during his career. He was stationed in Hawaii and served in the U.S. Navy during World War II in the 1940s. And from 1964-67, Musial served on The President's Council on Physical Fitness and Sports, acting as President Lyndon B. Johnson's chair and consultant to the president.



The Presidential Medal of Freedom is presented for “especially meritorious contribution (in) cultural or other significant public or private endeavors." Past winners have included several baseball players, including Ted Williams, Hank Aaron, Roberto Clemente and Jackie Robinson. Besides the major push by the Cardinals organization, several Missouri politicians, including Gov.
